To take Additional (optional) costs per person

Safety  rules 
¶ During trip with four wheel drive you MUST FASTEN SAFETY BELTS ALL THE TIME even if during not off-road parts of the trip.  

¶ To protect from sunstroke, water should be drunk frequently and the head should be protected by sun hat.. . 

¶ There is a small probability of finding scorpions at large on the way. Usually they hide themselves under the  stones or other naturally shaded 
places.  
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
